HASH HISTORY – RUN #1565 – The Annual Tubing Float Run
Although it poured rain in Madison, the weather was fabulous for the annual run and tubing float on the 
Wisconsin River near Spring Green. Due to technical problems, everyone was required to bring their own 
floatation device. A pack of about ten hashers dropped their devices at the Highway 14 bridge before heading to 
the start of the run down river at the Highway 23 bridge. There was much poo-pooing of the wussie hashers 
who claimed they would be present, but who didn’t show up. The highly shiggyfied trail was set by hares RD, 
and his son, CARRY OUT.

Some finished dinner in time to make the Paavo torch lighting ceremony in downtown 
Hurley. Others made it later to “light their own torches” for the traditional PrePaavo Pub Crawl. As usual, the crawl wisely 
began at the upper end of Silver Street and proceded downhill through every low bar, dive and honky-tonk in the city. Early 
in the event, some of the runners who expected to get up before noon sneaked away. Fortunately they were replaced by 
others who showed up in town a little late.
